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Dietrich Bonhoeffer, The Cost of Discipleship & Life Together 
Bonhoeffer was a German pastor and theologian who was jailed and executed for 

 his resistance to Hitler.  The Cost of Discipleship, his most famous book, is a  
critique of what he termed “cheap grace,” the notion that Christian discipleship  
requires no sacrifice on our part, but only a simple acknowledgement of Christ as 

 Savior.  Using the Sermon of the Mount as his text, he makes a passionate and  
profound argument for the need to offer oneself to Christ and the price the world  
exacts of us for doing so.  It is not easy reading and can be hard slogging for people 

 who do not already have a solid grounding in the faith, but a dogged reading and 
 re-reading bears much fruit.  (My personal copy is the only book I own that is as 
 marked-up, dog-eared and underscored as my Bible!)  Life Together is a more  

practical book, a manual he put together for students at an underground seminary.  
 In it he tries to spell out what a day-to-day living of the Christian life would look 
 like in the context of a single community (parish, seminary, etc.)  When taken  

together, the books provide an inspiring vision of what it means to be a Christian in 
 a world  gone mad. 
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Kenneth Leech, Experiencing God: Theology as Spirituality 
 Kenneth Leech is an Anglican priest and activist who has spent much of his life ministering to the poor of  
 London’s East End.  His focus is largely on the connection between spiritual practice and social activism, but he is 

  also quite adept at explaining the relevance of orthodox theology to life in the Western world today.  His book  
 Experiencing God has been of enormous help to me, both as a preaching aid and as a devotional tool.  One of the 

  most useful things about it for an Episcopalian is his thorough grounding in explicitly Anglican theology, a rarity 
  among  most popular religious writers.  His other books include True Prayer, Soul Friend, and The Eye of the 
  Storm: Living Spiritually in the Real World.  Leech is much in demand on both sides of the Atlantic as a speaker 
  and workshop leader.  If you ever get a chance to hear him in person, don’t waste it.  It is well worth it.
